My dear brothers and sisters in our Lord Jesus Christ, 
 

It is hard to believe, but this week we commemorate Ash Wednesday – it seems like we have barely finished celebrating 

Christmastide!  My prayer for you and your families is that this will be your best Lent ever!  Please be attentive to our Pray. 

Fast. Give.  Lent 2018 brochure and take advantage of the many opportunities to do just that – to pray, to fast and to give 

this Lent.   
 

I’d also like to extend a personal invitation to you to come pray the Way of the Cross on one Friday evening during Lent at 

7:30 PM in church.  Sadly, attendance at this beautiful devotion has dwindled over the years.  Plan to join us at least one 

week to meditate on our Lord’s journey to Calvary, a journey He made out of love for you, for me, for all of us! 
 

Of course, with Lent beginning it is once again fish fry season!  I don’t mean to sound haughty, but I have been to a lot of 

different parishes’ fish frys over the years, and I can say without any hesitation ours is among the very, very best!  Plan to 

join us as often as you can! 
 

One of our human weaknesses is believing or thinking that we know better than God what is best for ourselves.  Part of that 

has to do with our failure to pray and discern God’s will in our lives.  In today’s gospel, we hear about Jesus curing a leper. 

He instructs the cured man, ñSee that you tell no one anything.ò Of course, the man pays no attention to this!  Instead, “The 

man went away and began to publicize the whole matter.ò  Surely the man meant well but his “disobedience” greatly 

affected Jesus ñso that it was impossible for Jesus to enter a town openly.ò We need to always discern and as best we can 

fulfill God’s will for us – we should never think we have a better plan for ourselves than He does!  Even the eminent 

theoretical physicist Albert Einstein (1879-1955) recognized how important Jesus’ teachings are. Einstein once said, “As a 

child I received instruction both in the Bible and in the Talmud. I am a Jew, but I am enthralled by the luminous figure of the 

Nazarene – no one can read the gospels without feeling the actual presence of Jesus. His personality pulsates in every word. 

No ‘myth’ is filled with such life.”  We need to be similarly enthralled and docile to our Lord and Savior!   
 

People are still talking about our very successful “One Step Closer” initiative.  This dynamic of invitation should be part of 

who we are as a parish all the time (systematic) not just who we are occasionally (episodic).  Each of us by virtue of our 

baptism is an evangelizer, called to invite and welcome and walk with those whom the Lord places in our lives.  These 

invitations go just beyond Sunday Mass.  For someone who has been away from the practice of the faith, perhaps Sunday 

Mass is not the best re-entry point.  I know from experience that the season of Lent is very often a “receptive time” for 

people in their faith lives.  That being said, I encourage everyone to keep issuing those invitations during this Lenten time – 

invitations for people to join us to pray, to give and to fast.  During this Lent, I encourage you to pray more fervently for 

those to whom you might issue such invitations.  In your prayer, call them by name and think of their faces and pray that 

they accept your invitation to take “one step closer” to the Lord. 
 

Also remember in your prayers all those preparing for initiation into the Church, especially our catechumens discerning 

baptism this year at the Easter Vigil.  Next Sunday at our 12:00 noon Mass, we will be sending them to the Rite of Election 

to be celebrated at the Cathedral of St. Peter in Chains at 7:30 PM that evening.  Join us for 12:00 noon Mass next week, and 

if you have never been to a Rite of Election, join us at the cathedral next Sunday night as well.  It is an impressive and 

invigorating ceremony as parishes from throughout the archdiocese come to together to present their catechumens to the 

bishop who then “elects” them for baptism.  What an exciting time for each parish and for the entire archdiocese! 
 

That’s it for now – God bless one and all!

GOSPEL FOR ALL AGES 

Mark 1:40-45 

Today’s gospel invites us to think about the choices we make as individuals and as a family. Jesus was faced with a choice 

in today’s gospel. By choosing to heal the man with leprosy, Jesus showed God’s compassion for the sick and the outcast. 

The man knew that Jesus had a choice and that Jesus could reject his request. He may have expected that Jesus would not 

help him. The social taboos regarding leprosy certainly gave him little on which to base his hope. In the person of the man 

with leprosy, we see an image of all those in need. The sick and the outcast of our world are watching us, to see if we as 

Christians, will choose to extend ourselves to others in need of healing and compassion. 
 

Family Faith Time 

Gather with your family and talk about some of the choices you have made as a family (where to go on vacation, what 

activities to do together, how to spend your evenings, and so on).  How does your family go about making these decisions? 

What do your choices communicate to others about your family’s values? In today’s gospel, Jesus was faced with a choice. 

Read today’s gospel, Mark 1:40-45. In choosing to heal the man with leprosy, Jesus chose to show God’s compassion and 

mercy. All our choices reflect our faith, and others are watching. Conclude in prayer together, asking God to help your 

family show compassion to others in your family decisions. Pray together today’s psalm, Psalm 32.
