Yet you would have thought that I had flown across the country and trekked up a perilous mountain by the way this 
kind lady responded to my visit.  She was just so ecstatic that I had stopped by.  All we did was chat a bit about her family 
and her current trials, yet she was beyond grateful.

Did You Know? Learning the Liturgy 
Each Sunday during Ordinary Time, find out something you may not have known about the Church’s liturgy. 
 

Did You Know…that there are 3 different acclamations of the Mystery of Faith (“When We Eat This Bread…”, “Save Us, 
Savior…”, and “We Proclaim Your Death…”), but no prescribed calendar in which to use them.  Anyone can be used on 
any day.  At St. Max, on Sundays, we use them seasonally corresponding to the emphasis in each acclamation.  

SING WITH THE ATHENAEUM CHORALE 
Are you interested in singing the great works of the Church in a beautiful space? Then consider joining the Athenaeum 
Chorale, a liturgical choral group that sings in the seminary chapel of St. Gregory the Great at the Athenaeum of Ohio. The 
Chorale season includes two Solemn Vespers liturgies and culminates in the beloved Advent Lessons & Carols ceremony in 
December, which always attracts a large crowd from the Cincinnati area and beyond. The chorale itself is made up of 
diocesan church musicians, seminarians from Mount St. Mary’s, and other exceptional singers from the Cincinnati area. 
Singing with the chorale is a wonderful way to connect with fellow musicians and to participate in the rich liturgical life at 
the Athenaeum of Ohio.

This weekend Susan's Garden's donation box will be open to accept donations through October. As every home gardener 
knows, there is always an abundance of cucumbers, tomatoes and other produce which family, friends and neighbors can no 
longer utilize. Susan’s Garden will be collecting the extras from your garden to go with what grows in our garden.  
 

Outside, to the right side of the entrance of the church’s gathering space, there is a grey outdoor storage unit. Every week, 
when you go to Mass, you can bring your extra vegetation in a paper bag and place it in that unit for collection. We will 
gather all the donations, add them to our vegetation and deliver them to assist with feeding the hungry in Butler County. 
Leafy vegetables like lettuce or cabbage can be placed in a plastic zig lock bag with a wet paper towel to help keep the greens 
as fresh as possible.

Prescription for Parents 
July 31 Å 6:30 - 8:30 PM 

Prescription drug abuse is now considered a national epidemic. One in four teens 
have misused or abused prescription drugs once in their lifetime, with most getting 
them from a familyõs medicine cabinet. Children who learn about the risks of drugs 
from their parents, however, are up to 50% less likely to misuse or abuse drugs.  

The Wellness Ministry is sponsoring a  presentation, òPrescription for Parentsó to get 
parents and caregivers talking to their kids about this issue by arming them with 
knowledge about commonly abused drugs, and how to identify the signs of drug 
misuse and abuse 

This interactive presentations includes impactful videos of real life stories and is 
designed to be delivered in about 35-45 minutes. At the end of the presentations, 
attendees have the opportunity to ask questions and have a discussion with the 
presenting pharmacists.
