Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 In recent weeks there have been some individuals on our parish grounds asking for financial assistance.  Parishioners 
have expressed some concern, not only for those people in need, but also as how to best respond to situations like this.   

If you’re anything like me, the dilemma of how to respond when someone asks for money can be quite troubling.  
“Is it okay to just give people the money?  Can we trust that the money will be used as we hope it would be?  Am I possibly 
enabling someone rather than helping someone?”  

 Our hearts certainly go out to people in need and we want to help.  We know that our Lord repeatedly calls upon us 
to share our blessings with others.  In Matthew’s Gospel, we hear Jesus say, “Give to the one who asks of you, and do not 
turn your back on one who wants to borrow.”  We also know that when we stand before God we will be held accountable for 
how well we have loved others or not.  I am referring to the famous passage from Matthew 25:31-46 in which our Lord 
speaks of those who did or did not feed Him when He was hungry or clothe Him when He was naked, etc.  We are called to 
love, to feed, to clothe.   

We also recognize that at times it is difficult to determine if we are actually helping someone simply by just giving 
them money.  There are legitimate concerns about whether or not the money will be used properly.  These are the things that 
can weigh on our hearts as we encounter people in need.   

Luckily we have an organization within our parish that not only helps those in need, but also diminishes our concern 
with how to best give to someone in need.  The Society of St. Vincent de Paul (SVdP) is composed of Catholic lay women 
and men who strive to offer person-to-person service to those who are needy and suffering.  In other words, SVdP members, 
when they encounter someone in need,  will sit down with them, pray with them, discuss their needs and then determine not 
only any financial help that might be given, but any other help as well.  Like our Lord, SVdP members strive to walk with 
people in their trials, not just give them a temporary fix.   

If you meet someone in our area who asks for help, especially on our property, please refer them to St. Vincent de 
Paul, instead of giving them money.  Give them the phone number for St. Vincent de Paul,  (513) 777-4322, ext. 214.  
This number is also found on the front of our bulletin.  Keep a copy of the bulletin in your car for easy reference or to give 
away.  Remember that even if someone lives outside of our parish boundaries, our SVdP conference can refer them to other 
groups that can provide assistance.   If you feel called to do more, consider contacting SVdP or contributing financially to 
our parish conference.   

Thanks to the members of our parish SVdP conference and for your support of that work.  Thanks as well to all 
those in our parish who work to bring the love of Jesus Christ to those who need Him so desperately.  God bless.

FAMILY FAITH TIME 
As you gather as a family, talk together about the things that your family needs, starting with the basics—food, shelter, safety, 
and so on. Continue by naming other things that a family needs to be happy and healthy—time together, cooperation, 
patience, and so on. Observe that sometimes we can feel like we don’t have enough of the things that we need or want. Read 
together today’s Gospel, John 6:1-15. Talk about how Jesus provided plenty of food for the crowd with just five barley loaves 
and two fish. We have faith that Jesus will also take what we have and make it enough to satisfy and fill all our needs. We ask 
for this blessing when we offer to God the work of each day in prayer in the Morning Offering. Pray together the Morning 
Offering, asking God to bless and make fruitful the work of each of our days: 

O Jesus, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 
I offer you my prayers, works, joys, and sufferings of this day 

for all the intentions of your Sacred Heart, 
in union with the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass throughout the world, 

for the salvation of souls, the reparation for sins, the reunion of all Christians, 
and in particular for the intentions of the Holy Father this month.  Amen.
