RECORDING SECRETARIES FOR PARISH COUNCILS & COMMISSIONS

Traditionally, most parish councils and commissions have one of their members be “secretary” for their group, but
practically that often hinders that member from fully participating in the group’s meeting. Here at St. Max we have found
have a non-member secretary to be most beneficial.

That being said, we’d like to start a “secretarial pool” for our councils and commissions — of particular need, both our
Pastoral Council and our Finance Council are in need of secretaries for their 2018-2019 sessions.

Our Pastoral Council normally meets on the first Wednesday of each month (expect July) and our Finance Council normally
meets on the third Tuesday of each month (except December and July). On both councils, the Recording Secretary is a non-
voting volunteer position and generally serves a term of at least one year but no longer than three years.

Duties include the following:
Attends all meetings and records attendance and minutes.
Provides timely issuance of minutes for review by council/commission members for correction and approval online or at
their next meeting.
Publishes approved minutes through the parish website.
Serves as directed by the council/commission chair in the administration of other council/commission matters.

If interested, please spend some time in prayer discerning if you might be called to one of these positions. If you have any
further questions or feel called to serve as a council recording secretary, please contact our Pastoral Council chair, Jerry
Pater, at PastoralCouncil@saint-max.org or our Finance Council chair, John Monroe, at FinanceCouncil@saint-max.org. If
more than two volunteers for the “secretarial pool,” we will also hope to fill the commissions’ recording secretaries with non
-commission members.

Did You Know? Learning the Liturgy

Each Sunday during Ordinary Time, find out something you may not have known about the Church'’s liturgy.

Did You Know...that the proper sign of reverence before Communion is to bow your head while standing. The U.S. Bishops
teach that the proper posture to receive Communion is standing, and one should bow his/her head before receiving
Communion. Those who choose to kneel should not be refused Holy Communion, but kneeling is not the normative
posture. Similarly, the sign of reverence isn’t a genuflection but rather a bow of the head. The Church teaches: “A common
bodily posture, to be observed by all those taking part, is a sign of the unity of the members of the Christian community
gathered together for the Sacred Liturgy, for it expresses the intentions and spiritual attitude of the participants and also
fosters them.” When we draw attention to ourselves by choosing a posture other than that of the community, we weaken this
“sign of unity.”

In our prayers, we intercede for others’ needs, and we also courageously express our own needs to God. We find hope in
Jesus’ response to both of these people, who sought him out in their hour of need. As you gather as a family, talk about
some of the things you have prayed for this week. Notice that some of your prayers may have been for other people, and
some of your prayers may have been for your own needs. In today’s Gospel we find encouragement for both kinds of prayer.
Read together today’s Gospel, Mark 5:21-43. Talk about the similarities and differences between the two people who
presented their needs to Jesus in this Gospel. Notice that both people received the healing they sought from Jesus. We want
to pray for the needs of others and for our own needs with as much faith and hope as Jairus and the woman with the
hemorrhage did. Pray together in thanks and praise to God, who hears our needs and answers them, by praying today’s
psalm, Psalm 30.

PRESCRIPTION FOR PARENTS
Prescription drug abuse is now considered a national epidemic. One in four teens have
misused or abused prescription drugs once in their lifetime, with most getting them from a
family’s medicine cabinet. Children who learn about the risks of drugs from their parents,
however, are up to 50% less likely to misuse or abuse drugs.

The Wellness Ministry is sponsoring a presentation, “Prescription for Parents” to get parents
and caregivers talking to their kids about this issue by arming them with knowledge about
commonly abused drugs, and how to identify the signs of drug misuse and abuse. It provides
helpful tips and tools parents need to effectively communicate the risks of prescription drugs
to their kids, and prepares them to answer any difficult questions their kids may have.
