A Letter from the Pastor

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we continue to look at vocations this month and how each of us is
called to respond to God’s call in our lives, | would like to share once
again a very simple way to discern God’s call in your life. Sometimes it is
hard to even know where to start. Personally, this method has helped me
immensely. To be honest, it changed my life. | have shared it before, but |
think it is worth sharing again.

This goes back to my teaching days. At the school where | worked, the
priest would repeatedly share this method with the children. Oftentimes,
he brought it up during school Masses and in classroom visits. Below, is
the advice he shared for anyone seeking to know what God has called
them to do in their lives.

If you want to know your vocation, there are three simple things you can
do every day:

Pray a Hail Mary asking our Blessed Mother to intercede for
you, that you may know what God wants you to do with your
life.

Pray a Hail Mary asking our Blessed Mother to intercede for
you, that you will have the courage to say yes to God’s calling
for your life.

Pray a Hail Mary asking our Blessed Mother to intercede for
you, that will have a “happy death.” Pray that when your time
in this world comes to an end, you can face death without
fear. Pray that you may know peace, because you have tried to
do your best to know and respond to God’s will.

Simply, pray three Hail Mary’s everyday. Simple enough, yet so powerful.
As | said, in my own life this practice helped me more than | can say. It
changed my life. | went from feeling lost and confused as to what | was
supposed to be doing with my life, to hearing more clearly God’s call.
Through this, | found the courage to leave my happy career as a teacher
behind and enter the seminary.

The vocation’s prayer that we pray at Mass sums it up perfectly, “Almighty
Father, You have created us for some definite purpose. Grant us the
grace to know the path that You have planned for us in this life and to
respond with a generous ‘Yes.”” We each have a purpose, a call. Let us
pray not only for ourselves, but for our young people—and especially, that
we all may know and respond to God’s call with joy.

RCIA = The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
OCIA = The Order of Christian Initiation of Adults

When Vatican |l promulgated Sacrosantum
Concillium, what followed (in one respect) was the
creation of a Latin edition of how Catechumens
(unbaptized) should become Catholic. This Latin
process was called "Ordo Initiationis Christianae
Adultorum" (OICA).

What followed, rightly, was an English Translation
that we could use in America, which was improperly
translated, not as "Ordo" but as "Rite."

This renaming from "RCIA" to "OCIA is simply a
correction of a mistranslation so that the language
we use is more clear.
